If at least
six (6) races are completed, each sailor will be afforded one (1) throwout.**

Racing Areas: All races will take place on Quonochontaug Pond.

Courses: Courses will be announced and diagramed at the 0930 Skippers’
Meeting. The course will be indicated by the race committee boat prior to the
initiation of the starting sequence. All marks will be orange balls. Spinnaker and
Non-Spinnaker Fleets will sail the same course.
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Starts: All boats must check in with their sail number prior to the initiation of the
starting sequence. Three-minute dinghy starts will be used for all fleets. The
starting line will be between an orange flag on the committee boat and an orange
ball.

Recalls: Individual recalls will be announced by the race committee and/or Mark
boat(s). A General Recall will be signaled with code flag “X”. Following a general
recall, any and all boats over the line must round one end of the starting line.

Protests: Any boat wishing to protest must inform (1) the boat he or she wishes
to protest and (2) the race committee prior to the final tallying of the results.
